The purpose of this study is to clarify the relationship between job positions of nursery and kindergarten teachers and
social work practice in nursery facilities. Questionnaire survey was conducted among nursery and kindergarten teachers in
97 nursery facilities in Ishikawa prefecture. I asked about attributes such as job positions and years of experience, as well
as the perspectives of the nursery and kindergarten teachers regarding collaboration between local communities and their
facilities, and the support provided to children with special needs and their parents.

Abstract

In this presentation, we review experimental studies that investigated the relationship between attentional focus and EEG
activity during motor task, and summarize research issues in related areas. Although several studies have pointed out the
involvement of T3 activity during internal focus and Fz activity during external focus, no unified view has been obtained
among the studies. The factors for this may be differences in the task characteristics, the target of attentional focus, the
time and location of EEG analysis, and the skill level of the participants. In addition, the possibility that the dichotomy
between internal and external focus is not appropriate due to the ambiguity of the boundary between the two, and the
relationship between the activity area and performance must also be examined. Through this review, we will organize the
issues and use them as a basis for designing experiments with high ecological validity.

Abstract

We investigated the possibility of using odor cues in an 8-way radial maze spatial memory task, which we confirmed could
be retained for 96 hours. We conducted two experiments: one in which the device was carefully wiped with alcohol to
remove the odor, and the other in which the odor cue of the device was not effective by rotating the nested maze cover.
The results showed that the rats were able to perform the task in both cases, suggesting that rats can retain temporal
memories of foraging in the radial maze for a long period of time.

Furthermore, the ultimate goal of macroprudential policy is to prevent
and reduce the costs of financial crisis, and thus our second focus is whether prudential regulation is effective to enhance
financial stability by preventing and mitigating crisis risk. Our main findings are as follows: First, a tighter level of
regulation reduces the sensitivity of GDP growth to VIX shocks, especially for the EMEs with relatively fixed exchange
rates. Second, macroprudential policy tightenings are effective in reducing the frequency of financial crisis, and it works
in the short and medium to long term for the EMEs with fixed, intermediate and floating exchange rate regimes.
